	FICTION – settings

Outcomes:
To write an interesting description of a setting
· To read a range of descriptions
· To revise and write noun phrases eg the vivid, technicolour rainbow
· To explore strong descriptive phrases
· To explore possible synonyms and select accurate and concise choices using a zone of relevancy
· To compose simple and complex sentences of different lengths using conjunctions
· To revise the use of fronted adverbials and other sentence starters and identify how they affect the sentence.
· To use a range of conjunctions to link clauses eg while
· To develop their ability to experiment with words to create powerful images and settings 
· To become familiar, explore and use higher level vocabulary in writing
· To use colons to separate items in a list or to explain something further

	POETRY – Personification Poetry

Outcomes:
To write a poem using powerful images and personification. 
· To develop an awareness of how poets use language to recreate real or imagined experiences 
· To make links and connections with other poems and their own experiences 
· To increase their knowledge of and application of synonyms and to examine how writers use language for effect 
· To develop their visualisation and predictive skills develop their skills of argument and discussion 
· To learn the meaning of rare vocabulary 
· To revise some poetic features 
· To identify and explore the power of personification, metaphor, alliteration etc
· identify and explore the impact of writers’ choices on the reader

	NON-FICTION – Biography and Autobiography

Outcomes:

To write an effective biography or (simulated) autobiography
· To extend knowledge, understanding and use of verbs, focusing on: present and future; Person: 1st, 2nd, 3rd especially in relation to autobiography using first and biography using third; Experimenting with transforming tense/form/person in these examples – discuss changes that need to be made and effects on meaning
· To read, enjoy and critically assess a range of auto/biographies and link to other examples
· To make links between the story text and the non-fiction text
· To understand the context for the study of the non-fiction biography text
· To distinguish between biography and autobiography
· To evaluate the usefulness of auto/biography as sources
· To understand and locate examples of the key features of a biographical text
· To compose the key questions that they want to answer in their biography
· To take notes from a range of sources and use these to plan
· To discuss, proof-read and edit their own writing for clarity and correctness, e.g. by creating more complex sentences, using a range of connectives, simplifying clumsy constructions, adding speech or character or changing audience
· To evaluate their own and their partner’s work against specific criteria and then discuss how they could improve their work 

	FICTION – Science-fiction

Outcomes:

To write a science-fiction story
To read a range of science-fiction texts
· To understand punctuation as an aid to the reader e.g. commas to mark grammatical boundaries; a colon to signal a list
· To be aware of the differences between spoken and written language through character and plot: punctuation to replace intonation, pauses, gestures; The use of complete sentences
· To examine how authors use language for effect ie ‘space’ words
· To identify the features of science fiction texts eg, proper names, viewscreen, teleport, blaster etc
· To make links and connections with other stories
· To experiment with long and short sentences
· To explore text features used in action sequences ie short sentences, long sentences with commas to mimic running, characters out of breath etc and use as a model to write their own action sequence
· To read a range of openings and justify critically their effectiveness
· To write a story opening that engages their audience
· To identify the audience and purpose of the writing, selecting the appropriate form 
· To organise their ideas into cohesive paragraphs according to mood, speech and by using time connectives and sentence openers to guide the reader through the story
· To begin to develop an awareness of semicolons

	FICTION – Novels and Stories by Significant Authors

Outcomes: 

To read books by the same author and develop reading skills
To understand who author is and to contextualise the main themes of his work, make links with other stories by him.
To make predictions about dilemmas, cliff-hangers, character motivations, red herrings and ending
To develop their skills of argument and discussion
To make links and connections with other stories in their experience
To be able to give justification for their ideas using evidence
To create a written or drawn representation of the story that can be used as an aide memoire
To compare and contrast the openings of stories by the same author and write their own openings using different ideas.
To infer meaning from the text and to be able support their own views and ideas 
To re-write a significant chapter or missing scene using dialogue of their own.
To develop their awareness of the narrative voice in a text 
To identify the dilemma faced by the main characters 
To consider how author has developed character and setting
To discuss meaning of unfamiliar or contextual words – eg horseless carriage, lantern, air-raid
To iscuss and evaluate how authors use language – including figurative – and consider impact
To identify and discuss themes and conventions in the genre
To draw inferences from characters’ feelings, thoughts and motives
To draw and annotate an ‘emotions journey’ to plot how a character changes
To write a letter, recount or interview as the main character
To identify, understand and form complex sentences through, e.g.:
•	Using different connecting devices
•	Reading back complex sentences for clarity of meaning, and adjusting as necessary
•	Evaluating which links work best
•	Identifying main clauses
Using appropriate punctuation

	POETRY – Poetic Style – Haiku, Cinquain, Metaphor

Outcomes:

· To study a range of styles of poems or a style of a specific poet and perform/ write in the style of that poem. 
· To use the term “preposition” appropriately and to understand the function of prepositions in sentences through:
· Searching for, identifying and classifying a range of prepositions
· Experimenting with substituting different prepositions and their effect on meaning

	NON-FICTION - REPORT WRITING

Outcomes: 

To write an effective formal letter to meet a particular purpose and audience. 
· To understand the term “impersonal voice” and to be able to write in this style
· To understand features of formal official language through, e.g. :
· Collecting and analysing examples, discussing when and why they are used
· Noting the conventions of the language, e.g. use of the impersonal voice, imperative verbs, formal vocabulary
· Collecting typical words and expressions, e.g. “Those wishing to …”, “hereby …”, “forms may be obtained ….”
· To understand the basic conventions of standard English and consider when and why standard English is used:
· agreement between nouns and verbs 
· consistency of tense and subject 
· avoidance of double negatives 
· avoidance of non-standard dialect words
· To explore, experiment and compose sentences with brackets and hyphens
· To use hyphens in words eg, self-check, well-known, old-fashioned
	FICTION – Historical fiction

Outcomes: 

To read and write historical stories
· To recognise relative clauses and understand their function in adding more detail 
· To write a story / section with a sequence of events arranged into paragraphs, linked with a range of connectives and using varying sentence length for effect.
· To continue to experiment with sentences – length, openers, conjunctions, clauses
· To compose sentences with more than 2 clauses
· To write a story / section with features relevant – ie language appropriate to time, historical features
· To identify the audience and purpose of the writing, selecting the appropriate form
· To use fronted adverbials of time, place and number or tense to link paragraphs
· To contextualise the main themes of the work, making links with other stories / genres.
· To make predictions about dilemmas, cliff-hangers, character motivations, red herrings and ending etc
· To create a written or drawn representation of the story that can be used as an aide memoire
· To infer meaning from the text and to be able support their own views and ideas 
· To re-write a significant chapter or missing scene using dialogue of their own and with appropriate language
· To develop their awareness of the narrative voice in a text

	NON-FICTION – Journalistic writing

Outcomes: 

· To write a biased report 
· To read a range of newspaper reports and other journalistic texts and identify key features (by-line, emotive language, chronological, tense, caption, headline etc)
· To identify the main points of a newspaper report
· To identify bias and understand how it is used to manipulate the audience
· To distinguish between fact and opinion
· To use reported speech
· To compose key questions that they want to answer in an interview
· To take swift decipherable notes in an interview
· To plan a one-sided newspaper report by ‘boxing up’ paragraphs under sub-headings
· To revise and use paragraphs to develop cohesion
· To explore and use the passive voice
· To explore examples of emotive language and use such concepts in their report
· To identify facts and opinions in a text and analyse how they can be used to manipulate and persuade
· To use fronted adverbials of time, place and number or tense to link paragraphs
· To explore ambiguities that arise from sentence contractions, e.g. through signs and headlines: “police shot man with knife”, “nothing acts faster than Anadin”, “baby changing room”
· To understand and use the terms “active” and “passive” when referring to verbs, and to be able to apply their knowledge in their own writing
· Transforming a sentence from active to passive and vice-versa
· To note and discuss how changes from active to passive affect the word order and sense of a sentence
· To investigate further the use of active and passive verbs
· To know how sentences can be re-ordered by changing from one to the other
· To consider how the passive voice can conceal the agent of a sentence, e.g. The chicks were kept in an incubator
· To revise work on contracting sentences: Summary; Note-making; editing
· To revise formal styles of writing:The impersonal voice;The use of passive; Management of complex sentences

	FICTION – Fables, Myths and Legends

Outcomes:

To write a new version of a legend
· To read and enjoy a range of myths and legends and traditional tales and use one text as a model
· To develop an awareness of familiar and key elements of legends, make links and connections with other stories, other media and their own experiences
· To increase their knowledge of and application of synonyms and to examine how writers use language for effect learn the meaning of rarer vocabulary 
· To infer meaning from the text and to be able support their own views and ideas 
· To consider how character, setting and plot affect each other 
· To discuss how 2 characters might react to the same situation – one might be brave, another might run away
· To develop character and build in character into their writing (eg through adding a sarcastic tone, adding an adverb at the end of speech to denote character’s feelings, dialect)
· To use a wide variety of punctuation marks eg, brackets, semicolons, hyphens and colons.
· To adapt writing for different readers and purposes by changing vocabulary, tone and sentence structure to suit, e.g. simplifying for younger readers
· [bookmark: _GoBack]To develop their awareness of the narrative voice in a text by looking at first person accounts, character idiosyncrasies etc 
· their awareness of the differences between oral and written stories (eg Beowulf)
· To develop skills in story planning by using story mountains, boxing up, build up climax, resolution etc
· To write a full story from build-up to resolution
· To re-order simple sentences, noting the changes which are required in word order and verb forms and discuss the effects of changes
· To construct sentences in different ways, while retaining meaning through: Combining 2 or more sentences; Re-ordering them; Deleting or substituting words; Writing them in more telegraphic ways
· To experiment with different sentence openers – eg, ly, fronted adverbial, conjunction
· To develop awareness of suspense and use suspense features eg physical reactions, setting etc
· To discuss, proof-read and edit their own writing for clarity and correctness, e.g. by creating more complex sentences, using a range of connectives, simplifying clumsy constructions, adding speech or character or changing audience
· To evaluate their own and their partner’s work against specific criteria and then discuss how they could improve their work 
· To proofread their work and make changes to improve the accuracy of their grammar, punctuation and spelling
	NON-FICTION - Explanation Texts

Outcomes:

To compose an explanation text to explain a process 
· To read and enjoy a range of explanation texts
· To distinguish between instructions and explanations
· To identify features of an explanation text
· To sort an explanation text chronologically
· To be aware of the use of connectives, e.g. Adverbs, adverbial phrases, conjunctions, to structure an argument, e.g. “If …., then”, “on the other hand…”, “finally”, “so”
· To begin to use time connectives (first, later, in addition, to conclude)
· To use colons in a list
· To practise and use a range of conjunctions relevant to explanations (in order to)
· To plan, shared-write and write independently a flow chart using arrows that provides an explanation
· To know that verb tense refers to time
· To know that one test of whether a word is a verb is whether or not its tense can be changed
· To compare sentences from different text types eg explanations in present tense
· To develop an awareness of how tense relates to purpose and structure of text
· To convert between past and present tense
· To identify present tense irregular verbs (eg to be)
· To use the present tense in their explanation text
· To plan and write an explanation text by ‘boxing up’
To edit and revise own writing
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
