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Introduction

This might be on to an apprenticeship or traineeship, or to college or sixth form to study A Levels, a T Level or vocational/
technical courses.

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Choices after Year 11  

Your choices after Year 11 
Young people have to stay in education or training until their 18th birthday.  There are three main ways to do this: 
 

> Continue to study full time  
> Get an apprenticeship or pre-apprenticeship  
> Work or volunteer whilst studying part-time 
 

There are lots of post 16 education or training options available.  You'll need to think about which one best suits your needs, interests and future plans.  
This education and training is free if you start before you turn 18. 

Study full time 
 
If you want to study full time, there are two main options: a school sixth form or a college. You will be able to choose from a wide range of qualifications 
and courses and these tend to be classed as academic or vocational/technical: 
 
A levels - these are two year courses with an exam at the end.  These courses are at Level 3.  Most students take three A level subjects but you may be 
able to combine A Levels with another qualification.  You would need to speak to your preferred school sixth form or college to see what they can offer.   
A Levels are one of the main routes into higher education. 
 
Vocational/technical – Often referred to as BTEC’s or T Levels, these courses are designed to help you learn in a more practical way about an employment 
sector, such as travel and tourism or construction.  Vocational/technical courses are jointly designed with industry and employers so you can gain the 
right knowledge and skills to help you progress into a job.  Whilst the main progression route from vocational/technical qualifications is into employment, 
you can also progress into higher levels of study, including university. 
 
T Levels are a two year course and are at Level 3.  One T Level is the equivalent to three A Levels.  T Level students spend 80% of their course in technical 
learning and 20% in an in-depth industry placement which is around 45 days (315 hours).  The industry placement will give you real experience of working 
in your chosen industry.  You'll also study English and maths if you have not yet achieved a GCSE grade 4 in these subjects.  T Levels are currently being 
rolled out across the country and a range are already available across Lancashire. T Levels are assessed in different ways – including projects, tests and 
exams – and they allow you to progress onto an apprenticeship,  skilled employment or higher 
education. 
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Choices after Year 11 continued  

 

Apprenticeships  
An apprenticeship is an excellent way to combine on the job learning while you're working and earning a wage.  You'll get hands-on practical learning 
through your employer and you'll also go into college or to your training provider one day a week to learn the theory behind your chosen subject area.  
Apprenticeships are available in a wide range of subjects and they last for at least 12 months.  You can start at Level 2 and progress all the way up to Level 
7.  As an apprentice, you'll be an employee and will receive a wage and other employee rights, such as holiday pay.  Apprentices receive different rates of 
pay, depending on their age and where they are up to in their apprenticeships.  A 16-18 year old apprentice is entitled to the National Minimum Wage.   
  

 

Pre-apprenticeship programmes 
A pre-apprenticeship programme can  include a work placement which will help you gain the skills and experience you need to progress into an appren-
ticeship or employment.  You'll also get support with English and maths if you need it, as well as work preparation training.  
These programmes can last anywhere between six weeks and a year, though most last for up to six months.  Unlike an apprenticeship, you won't receive a 
wage on these programmes.  However, you may be entitled to financial support through your education provider. 
  

 

Work or volunteer whilst studying part time 
If you'd prefer to work, or be your own boss, you are required to study a part-time course alongside this.  You'll need to work for at least 20 hours a week, 
while you are in part time education.   
 
Volunteering is a rewarding activity and can help you to make a difference within your community.  It's a great way to gain experience and develop new 
skills.

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How to apply to college or sixth form 

If you decide to progress onto a full time course at college or sixth form, below are the steps to take to 
ensure a smooth and successful transition. 
 

 

 

 
 

 

Step 1 

 

Visit the National Careers Service website to research your chosen career in detail and also speak to your 

schools careers advisor. Careers advice - job profiles, information and resources | National Careers Service  

Step 2 

 

Visit college websites to explore the course/subjects  you are interested in. Read about what you will learn, 

how long the course is for and what the entry requirements are.  It’s a good idea to explore several college 

websites to compare. 

Step 3 Visit colleges and sixth form open evenings to speak to the subject tutors and have a good look around.  

You should never assume you will like a college if you have never visited. 

Step 4 

 

 

Apply to at least 2 colleges or sixth forms ideally before Christmas of Year 11.  There is not a maximum 

number you can apply to.  You can apply later but its important you check deadlines for each provider.  The 

sooner you apply, the sooner you have an interview and secure a place. 

Step 5 

 

 

Attend all interviews and accept every place offered.  This means you can choose which college you prefer 

on results day and have options should your preferred college no longer offer your chosen course or you no 

longer meet the entry requirements. 

Step 6 Collect your GCSE results and enrol!!!  There is more detail about this on the next page.

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GCSE results day and enrolment  

GCSE results day will take place on Thursday 22nd August 2024. Your school will let you know their  
arrangements for collecting results before you leave.  In most cases school will ask you to collect your  
results in person. 
 

Enrolment on your chosen course. 

If you have applied to a provider and accepted a place on a course, the provider will contact you to explain how and when 
to enrol.  Make sure you check your emails and respond to any messages you may receive. 
 
Colleges, sixth forms and training providers will also share information on enrolment arrangements via their websites and 
through social media (contact details can be found in this booklet).  

 

DON’T PANIC!!! If your grades are lower than expected, there is always an option for you.  Go to your chosen college who 
will review your results and also your options.  Alternatively, the New Directions Careers Service team have up-to-date in-
formation on all of the providers in Blackburn with Darwen and beyond,  so give them a call if you are want to discuss all of 
your options. (01254 666424)   

They are also available if you haven't applied for anything yet and can support you to apply and enrol.

Let the training provider/employer 
know as soon as you have made your 
decision.

To really capture an employer’s 
attention, a concise CV is key. Even 
if you don’t have much employ-
ment history, feel free to write in 
detail about interests, aspirations 
and personal interests.

If you're worried 
about the written words then make 
it factual and succinct.  
 
Many schools, colleges and some 
local employers will provide mock 
interviews to help build your confi-
dence.  
 
Never be afraid to ask for a minute 
of two thinking time, an employer 
will appreciate this more than a 
rushed answer! The most im-
portant thing is to be yourself! Em-
ployers will always take nerves into 
account, especially if it is your first 
interview.

What is a Pre-apprenticeship programme? 
 
A Pre-apprenticeship programme  (also known as a  Traineeship) is a fully funded education and training programme for 16-24 
year olds or 25 year olds with an Education, Health and Care Plan.  It is a pre-employment course acting as a stepping stone to 
help you get into work as you develop your skills. You will attend a training provider and may gain valuable work experience 
with local employers. It can last from 6 weeks to 1 year, though many programmes last for less than 6 months.  
 
YOU CAN APPLY FOR A PRE-APPRENTICESHIP PROGRAMME IF YOU’RE: 

• eligible to work in England 
• unemployed and have little or no work experience 

• aged 16 to 24 and qualified up to and including Level 3 (equivalent to A Level) 
 

WHAT MIGHT I DO DURING THE PRE-APPRENTICESHIP PROGRAMME? 
• help with getting work, such as writing a CV and finding a job 
• a work placement of 70 hours or more 

• help with the skills you’ll need for an apprenticeship or job in the area you want to work in 
• a job interview or feedback from an employer 

• help with English, maths and basic digital skills (if you need it) 

WHAT HAPPENS AFTER MY PRE-APPRENTICESHIP? 
Pre-apprenticeships require the employer to carry out an exit interview, or new job interview if appropriate. Your training provider will offer you sup-
port and guidance with your job search and help you to feel confident in applying for and securing an apprenticeship, employment or further training. 
You may be offered a job or apprenticeship at the company you did your work experience with. 75% of trainees go onto employment or further educa-
tion

How do I get 
selected  

Pupils are invited on campus for a college interview with a member of the curriculum team after they have applied for a course. 
Interviews take place monthly, and applicants will be scheduled an interview slot and an sent an interview preparation pack in the post in advance of their interview 
explaining how this will work and what to bring with them as well as answering general FAQs. Interviews can be rescheduled if for any reason the date/time given is 
unsuitable – as long as we are aware in advance – we can amend this. 
Pupils are offered conditional course places after successful interviews. Any pupils that do not meet the course entry requirements will be offered an alternative 
course and/or careers advice and guidance. 

Course  
  

The School Liaison team regularly visits all schools in the area offering course guidance, information and 1:1 appointments amongst other activities. 
Pupils can check with their school Careers person when the team are next due in.  College course information can be found in our prospectus, which is also available 
to download  from our website, where more information and forthcoming open event details can be found.  Schools are provided with hard copies of the prospectus. 
We do offer courses for all levels – from Entry Level to Level 3.  We also have a University Centre and offer Higher Education courses too.  

What can I do

Year 12? 

We offer year 11 “Masterclasses” which are after school taster sessions for applicants to try out some course related activities in advance of starting their course. All 
schools have been provided with flyers/leaflets and information on these .
