Outcomes:

	FICTION: Stories from a significant author

Outcomes:
· To read and enjoy stories by the same author (ensure children have read 2 others earlier in the year in shared novel time) or by a significant author
To make connections and links with other stories by the same author
· To understand who the author is and to identify the main themes of his work in simple terms (eg, war, animals, humour)
To make predictions about dilemmas, cliff-hangers, character motivations, red herrings and ending
To develop their skills of argument and discussion
To be able to give justification for their ideas using evidence
To create a written or drawn representation of the story that can be used as an aide memoire
To compare and contrast the openings of stories by the same author and write their own openings using different ideas.
· To re-write a significant chapter or missing scene using dialogue of their own.
To develop their awareness of the narrative voice in a text 
To identify the dilemma faced by the main characters 
To consider how author has developed character and setting
To discuss meaning of unfamiliar or contextual words – eg horseless carriage, lantern, air-raid
To iscuss and evaluate how authors use language – including figurative – and consider impact
To identify and discuss themes and conventions in the genre
To draw inferences from characters’ feelings, thoughts and motives
To draw and annotate an ‘emotions journey’ to plot how a character changes
To write a letter, recount or interview as the main character

To read and write nonsense poems which play with language. 
To develop understanding of patterned language
To count and use syllables
To compare and contrast poems
To write own nonsense poem using rhymes and syllables
To edit and revise own writing

	FICTION – dilemma / Fable (other culture)

	NON-FICTION - Instructions

· To understand verbs in 1st, 2nd, and 3rd person, e.g. I/we do, you do, he/she does, they do; discussing the purposes for which each can be used; relating to different types of text, e.g. 1st person diaries / letters, 2nd person instructions, 3rd person for narrative, recounts
· To experimenting with transforming sentences and noting which words need to be changed
· To use connectives in paragraphs (later, after, in addition etc)
· To organise information chronologically
· To revise writing an introduction and conclusion using who, what, where and when
· To use presentational features such as bullet points, diagrams, colour or numbering
· To adapt writing for different readers, e.g. simplifying for younger readers
· To identify the imperative form in instructional writing and use
